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Greetings in the Lord – from sunny Arizona!

We’re so glad that you are visiting us here at our website.  We’re located in the beautiful mountain town of Flagstaff. (7,000ft., 2,300 m.)  God is doing amazing things amongst the Native Americans and the indigenous peoples of the world.  We are thrilled to be a part of this exciting mission.  We are seeing that tribal people groups who have not been reached for Christ yet are very similar to the Native Americans in many ways.  Wouldn’t it be beautiful to reach the Native Americans first and let them go to the ends of the earth?  

There is a nobility and wisdom that the Lord has given to believing Native American Indians which is about to explode and be used for God’s kingdom purposes.  Even in Europe, Israel, Pakistan and China where Christians are not welcome, they have opened their arms wide to have the Native Americans Christians come to their nations.  In Israel, our Native American Christian friends were able to even go into the Knesset (parliament) with their 120 drums at the same time as when missionaries were being kicked out of Israel.  In China, at the International Arts Festival, thousands of Chinese pressed in to be able to see the Native American Christians with their feathers,  beads and regalia.  In Europe, there are Native American clubs.  It is as though much of the world is waiting for their unique songs and dance to come to their land with the message of Christ, the living God.  

We at YWAM TRIBAL WINDS are praying for our Native American brothers and sisters in Christ to rise up and take their place.  We want them to know that they are priests unto God and redeemed by the blood of the Lamb.  We believe that the European Americans and others have had their chance to be God’s known evangelists.  Now, we believe it is the time for the Native Americans to take their inheritance and go to the nations and make God’s fame known!  

Most people think the mission field is overseas but we believe that the mission field also is right here in North America!  We are in desperate need of those who want to learn about God’s heart for these overlooked host peoples.  We need those who are willing to put aside the white men’s ways of doing things; those who are willing to recognize that the Creator has also given inherently beautiful ways whereby the Native peoples can worship Christ. We want those who are willing to say, Perhaps, we will not only hear Handel’s Messiah in heaven, but Native American instruments and music in heaven also.

Would you come and live and learn with us during our Discipleship Training School?  It will challenge you to think out of your box.  It will be an adventure that you will never forget!  

Even though there have been hundreds of years of evangelism amongst them, there are only 2-5% Christians amongst all the tribes.  This is outrageous!  God’s Word should be much more effective than this!  The love of God surely should effect more hearts than this.  How have we as a nation and as Christians brought God’s loving message the wrong way?  How have we misrepresented God?  We need as many of you to come and pray and seek God and earnestly pray. Even if you do not have any interests in coming to be with the Native Americans, our DTS will definitely help you to go to other mission fields and do the work more effectively.   

INTRODUCING THE DTS

We will be conducting a DISCIPLESHIP TRAINING SCHOOL focused particularly on Native North America. This is a 20 week school, designed to help you get to know God much better, find increased freedom and effectiveness in your personal walk with Him and educate you to bring the Good News of Jesus to the unreached peoples of the world -- especially the Native American world. The school is both learning and doing, with about fifty percent or more indigenous teachers. Our outreaches will be ongoing throughout the school to various Native populations.  We will be focusing primarily on the Hopi and Tewa Indians.  There is also a large population of Native Americans in Flagstaff. 

The context for this school is living, working and learning together in community.  Throughout the school we want to be challenging the students to personal growth in the Lord, and to opening their eyes to His love for the unreached peoples of the world, especially the Natives of the Pacific Rim.

The total cost includes both the lecture and outreach phases.  The cost may be less for those coming from Third World economies, and others with financial need.  There is the possibility that as we pray for an outreach location that we may leave the US.  In that case we all, staff included, will seek the Lord for the additional funds needed to travel abroad.  This is not an unusual YWAM scenario.

The school will be conducted in English for students aged 18 to 88 years of age.
